The Foundation for a Civic Hungary (the political foundation of Fidesz) announces the Hunyadi

His
selfless sacrifice for the defence of Christian nations garnered recognition not only in Hungary
but throughout the continent, with Pope Callixtus Il even introducing a special feast day in his
honour. Hunyadi's commitment to the common good, prioritizing the protection of his
homeland and Christian culture, secures his unique place among European heroes.
